Streets propecsed for acceptance into the

city street system. Any person or persons proposing to

construct or reconstruct a street, sidewalk, driveway,
curbs or gutters for acceptance into the city street system
shall be responsible for submitting design and accomplish-
ing construction in conformance with these standards and

specifications contained or made reference to in this
chapter. All materials and construction procedures shall
conform to current Oregon State Highway Specifications.

12.08.020 Base design. Different subgrade soils
have different load bearing capacities which, in turn,
could affect the design thickness of the base rock and
surfacing elements of the road cross sections. The engi-
neer may require a greater thickness design than shown in
the standards if his or her engineering analysis so indi-
cates.

Conversely, the engineer may consider lesser design
thickness of base rock and surfacing when rock conditions
are encountered in the subgrade or the developer submits
an engineering analysis justifying the modification.

12.08.030 Cul-de-sacs. All dead end roads shall be
designed with a turn-around area meeting the following
standards:

A. Maximum grade: six percent;

B. Minimum shoulder radius: forty feet;

C. Pavement radius: forty feet;

D. Right-of-way radius: fifty feet minimum.

12.08.040 Driveways. The portion of any driveway
within the city street right-of-way shall be designed in
accordance with the follewing standards:

A. Minimum width: twelve feet;

B. Vertical alignment shall be so designed as to
prevent stormwater from flowing down the driveway and onto
the city street;

C. Driveway approaches must be designed and located
to provide an exiting vehicle with an unobstructed view.
Construction of driveways along acceleration or decelera-
tion lanes and tapers shall be avoided due to the poten-
tial for wvehicular weaving conflicts;

D. The length of driveways shall be designed in ac-
cordance with the anticipated storage length for entering
and exiting vehicles to prevent vehicles from backing into
the flow of traffic on the public street or causing unsafe
conflicts with on-site circulation;?

E. Approaches shall be paved from the edge of the
travel lane to the property line. (Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A
(part), 2003)

2 New language adopted with Cave Junction TSP.

12.08.050 Culverts. A. The property owner shall be
responsible for furnishing all the material and labor nec-
essary for the installation.

B. The length of culvert to be installed is a mini-
mum of twenty feet to a maximum of forty feet per property
parcel.

C. All culvert installed along a property frontage
shall be inspected by the city as to grade, material and
workmanship. Storm drain access and requirements will be
installed as required by the city.

D. The culvert will be either concrete or corrugated
steel, with a minimum diameter of twelve inches. When
corrugated steel is used, it will be at least sixteen
gauge metal. Upon request to and approval by the city,
ANSI standard and approved plastic (PVC) culverts may be
used.

E. The minimum acceptable cover on the culvert shall
be six inches. (Ord. 445 §1, 2004: Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A
(part), 2003)

12.08.060 Drainage facilities. All cross drainage
pipes shall be eighteen inches in diameter or larger.
Drain pipes shall be placed in natural drainage areas where
possible. When natural drainage is quite flat (under one
percent), there shall be provided a drainage easement along
the natural drainage course to insure continuity of drain-
age. (Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A (part), 2003)

12.08.070 Curbs and gutters. Curbs and gutters
shall conform to standards and specifications as per Ex-
hibit A attached to the ordinance codified in this sec-
tion. All curbs and gutters shall be standards Type "C."
(Ord. 438 $1 Exh. A (part), 2003)

12.08.080 Sidewalks. Sidewalks shall be installed
unless otherwise indicated by the city council. Construc-
tion shall meet the following standards:

A. Width: four feet six inches;

B. Grade fall: one-fourth inch per foot toward
curbing;

C. Thickness: four inches on concrete (six inches
if under driveway), four inches of base material. (Ord.

12.12.010 Definitions. Unless the context requires
otherwise, the following mean:

"City recorder" means the city recorder or person au-
thorized by the city recorder.

"Person" means a natural person, firm, corpcration,
or other legal entity.

"Sidewalk™ means the part of the street right-of-way
between the curblines or the lateral lines of a roadway
and the adjacent property lines that is intended for the
use of pedestrians on Redwood Avenue. (Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A
(part), 2003: Ord. 386 §l(part), 1997)

12.12.020 Permit required. A. No person may con-
struct, repair or alter a sidewalk without first applying
for a permit with the city recorder.

B. Construction, repair or alteration of a sidewalk
shall conform to the general standards and specifications
established by ordinance and by resolution of the ccuncil
as provided by Sectiocn 12.12.050. (Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A
(part), 2003: Ord. 389 §1, 1958; Ord. 386 §l(part), 1997)
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12.12.030--12.12.060

12.12.030 Application for permit. A. A person
shall file his or her application for a permit to con-
struct, repair or alter a sidewalk with the city recorder
on the forms provided by the city.

B. If the propcsed sidewalk improvement conforms to
the applicable standards and specifications, the city re-
corder shall issue a permit to the applicant.

C. The permit shall prescribe the type of repair
permitted, the materials and the specifications to be
used. If the city is requiring the repair of the side-
walk, the permit shall state the date within which the re-
pair shall be completed. (Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A (part),
2003: Ord. 389 &2, 1998; Ord. 386 §1l(part), 1997)

12.12.040 Supervision. The public works supervisor
and/or the city recorder may inspect any materials and
construction details as in his or her (their) judgement
may be required to insure compliance with the permit and
with applicable standards and specifications. (Ord. 445
§2, 2004: Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A (part), 2003: Ord. 389 §3,
1598; Ord. 386 §l(part), 1997)

12.12.050 Standards and specificatiocns. The coun-
cil, by resolution or otherwise, shall adopt standards and
specifications for constructing, repairing or altering a
sidewalk and such standards and specifications shall be
filed in the offices of the city recorder for the use of
the public. (Ord. 438 §1 Exh. A (part), 2003: Ord. 386
§1l{(part), 1997)

12.12.060 Reguired sidewalk repairs. 2A. When the
public works department determines that a sidewalk needs
repair, and notifies the city recorder, the recorder shall
issue a notice and prepare a certified copy of the notice.
The notice shall require the owner or occupant of the
property adjacent to the sidewalk needing repair to obtain
a permit and complete repair of the defective sidewalk
within sixty days from the date of service of the notice.
The notice shall also state that in the event the repairs
are not made by the owner or occupant, the city may repair
the sidewalk and the costs and expense of the repair will
become a lien on the lot and premises of the owner or oc-
cupant.

B. The city recorder shall cause a certified copy of
the notice to be served personally upon the owner or occu-
pant of the property adjacent to the defective sidewalk or
the notice may be served by registered or certified mail,
return receipt requested and returned. If the property is
not occupied and if after diligent search the owner is not
discovered, the city recorder shall cause a certified copy
of the notice toc be posted in a conspicuous place on the
property and such posting of notice shall have the same
effect as service of notice by registered or certified
mail or by personal service upon the owner or occupant of
the property.

C. Immediately after making service of the notice to
repair, the person making such service shall make a writ-
ten return or certificate of service, noting the time,
place and manner of service of notice. The original no-
tice and the return or certificate of service shall be
kept on file as a permanent record of the city. (Ord. 445
